Classroom teachers will also take student lunch orders each day each school day 
morning and communicate those to the cafeteria. 

At specific lunch times students will receive their ordered lunches 
 

• Online ordering is being continued at the present time because the 

students are not going through the cafeteria lunch lines, when this 
changes, students can choose their options through the lines. 

 
• Grades 5-12 the students will go through the cafeteria lines and have a 

“Grab and Go” set up as they are selecting pre-wrapped entrees, fruit, 

vegetables, grains, and milk containers.   
 

Though meals will be free for all students, completion of Free and Reduced Applications is 
still very important this year. The benefits for your student and the district extend 
beyond just free or reduced priced meals. Additional benefits may include:

seating, floor markings and other space configurations that promote social distancing. 
We will also be working closely with the school on the number of students that are in the 
cafeteria at a single time.
